Southampton Row Trust Limited (trading as CAF American Donor Fund) is a registered ANBI (Algemeen Nut Beogende Instelling) and can receive tax effective gifts from Dutch taxpayer donors. Dutch taxpayer donors wishing to make tax effective gifts to bona-fide charities that are not on the ANBI list may make a gift to CAF American Donor Fund and ask CAF American Donor Fund to make a grant to the charity concerned on their behalf.  CAF American Donor Fund uses gifts received from its donors to fund cash grants to approved charities around the world.   The payment and timing of a grant does not in anyway affect the donor’s claim to a tax deduction, which is entirely determined by the date that the donor made the gift to CAF American Donor Fund.
Dutch taxpayer donors may also enter into a 5 year giving contract with CAF American Donor Fund.   CAF American Donor Fund operates donor advised funds allowing donors to make contractual [or irregular] gifts to the fund.   CAF American Donor Fund accepts grant suggestions from its donors and uses funds to make cash grants to approved charities around the world.   
By entering into a 5 year giving contract, the Dutch taxpayer’s charitable giving tax deduction is not limited to effectively 10% of taxable income.  The donor is also able to support a variety of different charities without needing to enter into a 5 year giving contract with each charity, and may change from one charity to another from time to time, or build a fund without disbursing the whole or any part of it for the time being, without affecting the Dutch tax deduction.
CAF American Donor Fund is also registered as a charity in the UK and US, and gifts made to it are tax effective in both the UK and the US.   Thus Dutch taxpayer donors who must also pay tax, or make a tax return, in the UK or the US can ensure that their charitable giving is recognised and made tax effective also in these countries - (most tax advisors recommend that donors claim their charitable giving, even if there is no immediate tax benefit, to place on record a pattern and a history of charitable giving).
